We’ve been praying for our neighbors, we’ve
walked and jogged in our neighborhood, we’ve become acquainted with some of our
neighbors, we've waved at our neighbors, but I must admit we had not yet visited
all our neighbors. We knocked on every door — about 70 homes. Most people were
home, and all were cordial as we introduced ourselves as neighbors up the street. We
gave each one a special invitation inviting them to a neighborhood Bible study in our
home to begin April 17. Once we got started we gained courage, and we knew the
outcome was entirely up to God.

We prayed every day that God would impress some of our neighbors to come. On
Friday evening, April 17, the house was ready, the Bible study lesson was ready, and
we were ready to open our home to our neighbors. No one came. Not one. What a
disappointment! By 7:30 p.m., we had prayer, and then Cheryl and I went through the
Bible study by ourselves. But we figured Saturday evening would be different and just
left it with the Lord. Not one knock on the door the next night. Unbelievable. Again we
studied the Bible together and prayed for our neighbors.

Sunday evening, 7 p.m., we heard steps on the front porch, the doorbell rang, and
we welcomed our next door neighbors. Hallelujah! Talk about joy! And we praise the
Lord they have opened their hearts to the Word of God, and to the truth found only
in Scripture. Patrick and Arlene tell us every night after the study how much they love
reading and learning. We’ve studied about the second coming of Jesus. We've studied
about the great love of God and God’s provision through Jesus for all of us to be saved
and live eternally. After the study on salvation through faith in Jesus, Patrick and Arlene
voiced their desire to accept Christ as their personal Savior.

We've studied the origin of evil and the great controversy between Christ and
Satan. We’ve studied how it will all end and that sin will be destroyed forever, and the
entire world will be re-created. We've studied the first angel’s message of Revelation
14, and will study all the three angels’ messages. In other words, we're studying present
truth. A couple nights ago they said, “Why don’t you come to our home for the next
study?” So that’s what we did last night. The topic was God’s special sign in the last
days — the beautiful message of the seventh-day Sabbath. Their son, home from col-
lege, and their high-school senior daughter joined us last night.

It’s exciting! We don’t know where it will lead. But, we’re claiming the inspired
promise written by God’s prophet: “... The Lord Jesus Christ will open the door of their
hearts and will make upon their minds lasting impressions.”

Their mother
would listen to them and became
intrigued by their excitement and
energy for the Club. This prompted
Julie to start coming to church. Af-
ter many Sabbaths in church, God
moved her heart to be baptized and
become a part of the Seventh-day
Adventist family. Following in their
mother’s footsteps, the two eldest
daughters started special baptismal
classes through the Adventurer
Club.

Their father wasn’t very excited
about this change in lifestyle, and
did everything he could to dis-
courage them from attending the
Adventurer Club.

This year, the Southern Deaf Fel-
lowship (SDF), which meets at the
McDonald Road Church, 5440 Mc-
Donald Road, McDonald, Tennessee,
began sharing sermons on Sabbath
morning via live web streaming on
the Internet, using American Sign Lan-
guage (http://www.deafchurchonline.
org). Sabbath School starts at 10 a.m.,
and church service at 11:15 a.m., each
Saturday morning.

“We can reach people around
the world through this method,” says
Jeff Jordan, SDF pastor. Jordan also
coordinates on SDF annual camp
meeting each summer, and says about
30 people attend SDF each week, and
about 45 on average log on to the
web stream. “I know of families who
watch, but there is no way of know-
ing if from the 45 computers that log
on are really 100 people watching.
We also have approximately 440 visits
each month who are watching the
archived sermons at different times.”

The Southern Deaf Fellowship shares its sermons online via live web
streaming every Sabbath morning.

"It was a real
blessing to watch
your live video this
morning .... T will
contact some deaf
people and tell the
news," shares Neil
Davidson of Cali-
fornia.

"The live web
cast of Sabbath wor-
ship service went
through success-
fully. T was able
to see and under-
stand your sermon
(in American Sign
Language)," writes Alan Beer from
Florida.

It has been estimated that there
are more than two million profoundly
deaf people and 25 million hearing
impaired in North America, and an
estimated 75-100 million deaf world-
wide. The needs of deaf people have
been misun-
derstood, so
the deaf work
in the Seventh-
day Adventist
church has
been slow.
However, the
use of technol-
ogy is helping
it grow.

CHIP Participants Lose Weight, Lower Cholesterol

Participants in the
30-day Coronary Health
Improvement Program
(CHIP), held at the Uni-
versity Parkway Church
in Pensacola recently,
experienced extraordinary
outcomes. On average,
each of the 24 participants
lowered their cholesterol
by eight percent, lowered
glucose by 5.5 percent, and
lost 3.8 pounds.

Melanie Troxell, a certi-
fied CHIP instructor, led
the four two-hour evening
sessions each week for four
weeks. Each participant un-
derwent a health screening,
including blood labora-
tory analysis, before and
after the program. DVD’s
shown during the sessions
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featured CHIP program
developer Hans Diehl,
Dr.HSc., M.P.H., director of
Lifestyle Medicine Insti-
tute of Loma Linda, Calif.,
discussing the relationship
of diet to diseases, includ-
ing heart disease, diabetes,
cancer, and other health
issues. A nationally recog-
nized author and health
authority, Diehl stresses
eating a wide variety of
food as grown, and regular
exercise to prevent, arrest,
and reverse many western
lifestyle diseases.
Participants sampled
vegetarian dishes, and car-
ried home recipes, along
with a tote bag full of other
materials designed to help
them take charge of their

health. As CHIP
director, Troxell,
who has devel-
oped numerous
vegan recipes,
addressed specific
health concerns
and shared tips on
vegetarian cook-
ing.

Troxell says,
“All participants
had very positive
comments about
their experience.

July 23, 1923, in Owens-
boro, Ky. Even as a child
he had a winning person-
ality. When he was only
eight years old, he took a
job as a paper boy to help
support the family during
the Great Depression, and
continued by working three
jobs every day through
high school.

Upon graduation, he
entered the Army Air Corp
and served his country for
more than 15 years as a
flight panel engineer and
pilot serving in World War
II. He flew 178 missions
on the Berlin Airlift and the
Korean Conflict. At the time
of his resignation from the
Air Force, he had gained
more than 8,000 hours of
flight time, and many com-
mendations and medals.

While in the Air Force,
Hoover was introduced to
the Seventh-day Adventist
Church and, after studying
the beliefs and doctrines,
made the decision to be

With less than five years

to retirement, he resigned
the only career he had ever
known.

Broke and jobless, he
felt called by God to go to
Houston, Tex. — a city that
he had never been to, had
no connection with, and
knew no one. Once there,
he entered the Lord’s work
as a colporteur, and soon
was asked to be an associ-
ate director. It was while in
this capacity that he discov-
ered what would become
his passion and life mis-
sion — giving Bible studies
and teaching individuals

and families
about God’s
love.

While
in Houston,
he met and
married
Olivene
Bailey, a
Church
school
teacher.

The
Texas Conference asked
him to pastor a small con-
gregation of 35 members
located in Mesquite, Tex.
Hoover worked tirelessly
giving Bible studies, often
four or five a day from
morning until late in the
evening, and the member-
ship grew to more than 250
members.

Hoover and his family
moved to the Kentucky-
Tennessee Conference
in 1977. He pastored at
Woodbury, Tullahoma,
Whitehouse, Lawrence-
burg, Pulaski, and Portland,
Tenn., and Franklin, Ky.

In each of these places
he continued his relentless
pursuit of souls by giving
Bible studies and, by the
grace of God, had hun-
dreds of baptisms through
the years. While serving
as the personal ministries
director for the Conference,
he conducted numerous
seminars in North America
and Scandinavia, teach-
ing the methods he used.
He never believed it was
anything he did that made
him successful. He would
always say, “It isn’t me, it is
God working through me.”

Hoover continued to
give Bible studies until
mid-2006 when his health
began to decline. On Sab-
bath morning, March 7,
2009, Dale Hoover passed
away peacefully in his
sleep. He awaits the invita-
tion, “Well done my good
and faithful servant. Come
home to the place I have
prepared for you.”

Holbrook
Indian School is a board-
ing academy operated by
the Seventh-day Adventist
Church for Native American

youth. At first disappointed,
they feel that God’s hand
was leading them all along.

“I've realized how
awesome God really is.
He knew exactly where
He wanted us to be. It
was truly one of the best
experiences of my life,”
shares Katie Pemberton.
“Holbrook wasn’t anything
like T expected. It was like
a third world country right
here in America.” Some of
the students were surprised
at the poverty they wit-
nessed.

Highland seniors, who
traveled with a number
of skilled sponsors, rolled
up their sleeves and did
whatever they were asked
to do. Some painted the
cafeteria, while others
landscaped in front of the
administration building.
Students also worked in the
surrounding Navajo Indian
reservation. They laid ce-

Their
love for the Lord was truly
shown, and it made a huge
impression on me,” relates
Katie Pemberton.

When the time at Hol-
brook ended, the seniors
enjoyed a few days at
Yosemite National Park and
San Francisco before they
headed home.

Professionals at Gor-
don Hospital’s Rehabilita-
tion Services, Calhoun, Ga.,
are changing the lives of
their patients with Wii-Hab,
a unique video game that
utilizes the Nintendo Wii
Fit video technology.

Emmett Young, a
75-year-old patient at
Gordon Hospital, suffered
serious complications
from heart surgery last
year. Due to blood clots
in Young’s legs, his right
leg was amputated below
the knee. An avid golfer,

Emmett Young made a record
bigh score on a Nintendo

Wii Fit video game during a
therapy session.

Young feared that he would
never play the sport again.

After recovering from
his amputation and being
fitted with a prosthetic leg,
Young began his journey
through Gordon Hospital’s
Rehabilitation Services.

“He was in a wheel-
chair and could not walk at
all without someone assist-
ing him,” said Rob McFar-
land, a physical therapist at
Gordon Hospital.

In addition to tradition-
al rehabilitation methods
offered at Gordon Hospital,
Young also benefits from
Wii-Hab.

“The Wii Fit uses a
computerized balance board
to measure center of grav-
ity, which can help iden-
tify postural misalignment,
balance problems, and core
muscle strength,” explained
Tom Peters, director of
Gordon Hospital Rehabilita-

tion Services. “The balance
activities can be adapted to
patient populations rang-
ing from the frail elderly to
athletes, and are used as
part of a comprehensive
rehabilitation.”

Young said he looks
forward to the Wii-Hab por-
tion of his therapy, which
he attends twice a week at
Gordon Hospital.

Best of all, using the
Sports Package of the video
game component, Young is

able to work on his golfing
skills before he returns to
the course.

“Since he was such an
avid golfer before all this
happened, our goal is to
get him back out on the
course,” said McFarland.

Young said he is very
grateful to all the therapists
and professionals at Gordon
Hospital’s Rehabilitation Ser-
vices. “They did an excel-
lent job taking care of me.”

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“Code Or:i)=!”
Lockdown!

“CODE ORANGE!” The shrill
alarm blasted through the quiet, ear-
ly-morning halls of Florida Hospital
Heartland Medical Center. “CODE
ORANGE!” The staff immediately
knew that something was seriously
wrong. Code Orange was the never-
before-used signal commanding that
no one was allowed to enter the
hospital, and no one was allowed
to leave. Concerned staff looked at

each other, unaware of the drama -
unfolding just outside. The hospi-

tal had ]U'St been plunged into full Every precaution was taken to ensure the safety of those inside the
lockdown! hospital, and to work quickly to resolve the potential crisis.
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Lockdown

Florida Hospital Heartland Medi-
cal Center, located in the quiet town
of Sebring, was caught in the cross-
hairs of a crisis that was instantly
becoming a national news story.

A hospital employee, finishing
her shift at 4 a.m., discovered an
envelope on her car’s windshield and
opened it. To her horror, a plume of
white powder puffed into the air, fol-
lowed by a threatening note — “Be-
ware of Anthrax!”

Shocked and confused, she
rushed back into the emergency de-
partment searching for help.

Sometime during the night,
more than 40 envelopes of the white
powder substance had been placed
on cars throughout the hospital’s
parking lot. As events unfolded
throughout the day, an additional 30
envelopes would be found placed
throughout the community.

Hospital staff quickly notified
law enforcement, and the Code
Orange alarm was sounded. Immedi-
ately, the hospital was sealed off. No
one was allowed to enter. No one
was allowed to exit.

Outside, hospital staff scrambled
to assist the county sheriff, local
police, the FBI, Hazmat, and the
Department of Health. With loved
ones trapped inside, and no way to
get to them, the frightened public
needed information, and needed it
fast. Meanwhile, the limited night
shift was faced with the daunting
challenge of running the hospital at
full speed as nighttime gave
way to day.

Real Heroes

Patients, staff, and family
members remained inside
the hospital, unable to leave.
Additionally, the emergency
department was quarantined.
With a limited number of
physicians inside, specialists
remained on standby, willing
to enter the restricted area if
required.

Thomas Olson, food and
nutritional director, went into
action. He realized that even
though the hospital cafeteria

staff was not present, food had to go
out. Together with Dawn Hill, admin-
istrative assistant, and Michael Kelly,
cook, the three employees pulled
together to fill the role of a staff nor-
mally made up of 20 people.

To ensure that all patients’
nutritional and dietary requirements
were met, the team of three stocked
a mobile unit with food which was
sent around the hospital. Together
they cooked, cleaned, and served
540 meals.

“They were up there all day long
providing treats and extra things,”
says Cathy Albritton, director of mar-
keting at Florida Hospital Heartland
Medical Center. “They all had smiles
on their faces, and if you want a true
hero’s story, ask the cafeteria staft.”

Meanwhile, a woman inside the
hospital had gone into labor. Without
an obstetrician within the hospital, a
physician on standby outside agreed
to don a hazmat suit and enter the
hospital, aware that she would have
to remain inside until the lockdown
was suspended. Thanks to her dedi-
cation, a healthy baby was born.

“We had no clinical issues of
concern. Doctors were able to call
in and direct care either through the
staff or with the assistance of the
emergency department physician,”
said Tim Cook, CEO of Florida Hos-
pital Heartland Medical Center. “God
was so clearly with us.”

Florida Hospital Heartland Medi-
cal Center remained under lockdown
for 16 hours until the dangerous-

appearing white powder was tested
negative for anthrax. Thanks to the
teamwork of hospital staff and local
law enforcement, the potential crisis
was controlled, and the perpetrator
was found.

The story of Florida Hospital
Heartland’s Code Orange lock-
down is full of heroes who, like
the cafeteria workers and OB
physician, remained commit-
ted to patient care despite the
circumstances. The response of
Florida Hospital Heartland Med-
ical Center — from leadership,
physicians, caregivers, and
support staff — demonstrates
the unyielding dedication to the
mission of the organization in
“Extending the Healing Ministry
of Christ.” #

Ezequiel Vasquez, a senior

religious studies major, can often be
seen involved in outreach activities at
Southern Adventist University. He is
the president of the Bible Work Club,
the spiritual vice president of Student
Ministerial Association, and outreach
coordinator at Patten Towers.

Ezequiel was an atheist.

As he grew up, Ezequiel
never felt convinced God was
real.

SEARCHING FOR

Ezequiel wanted to learn more
about Christ and decided to get a the-
ology degree. However, he was not
sure which school he should attend.
After talking with several of his spiri-
tual mentors who told him Southern
has a good theology program, then
praying about it, Ezequiel enrolled at
Southern.

“I was looking for a school where
I could grow as a leader, academical-
ly, and most of all spiritually,” he says.
“I found I could grow in my Christian
walk at Southern in aspects that I
couldn’t have imagined before.”

He says that since coming to
Southern he has gotten involved in
outreach because he is eager to share
his newfound faith with others.

“The greatest thing about Christi-
anity is it changed me and made me
want to share with those around me,”
he says.
